Getting To Know... Bruce Williams, AG. 16

This was sent to me by shipmate
George Birchell as a clipping from the Salem,
Oregon Statesman Journal. I apologize to the
author, but could not find his name anywhere
on the Xerox copy I was given to credit his
work. I cannot even tell you the date it was
published. Sorry.

As a child, he remembers
riding street cars along Center and
Sate streets and watching the Ku
Klux Klan parade through downtown
on horseback.

As a young man, he remem-
bers helping pave Waller Street SE
near Bush’s Pasture Park and watch-
ing a fire destroy the state Capitol.

“There probably aren’t many
of us,” said Bruce Williams, a life-
long Salem resident who turns 90
today.

The listening to Williams
reminisce is fascinating and mesmer-
izing. He is connected to so much of
this city’s history.

He talks about the days when

no drinking, smoking or dancing
were allowed on the Willamette Uni-
versity campus and when the Salem
Senators were the coast of the town.

He talks about helping estab-
lish Illane Country Club and about
working on high-profile murder cases
during a 50 year career practicing
law.

“He’s kind of a renaissance
man,” said Ralph Spooner one of his
former law partners. “He’s a totally
unique person who is kind of larger
than life.”

Bruce Wade Williams was
born January 19, 1919, in Grants
Pass. His father was a lawyer and his
mother a homemaker. They moved
to Salem when he was just a couple
months old. He attended Englewood
Elementary School, Parrish Junior
High, and Salem High School.

Around the mid 1920’s,

about the time Williams was a first
grader at Englewood, he said the
KKK was active around Salem and
that his father often took him to
Marion Park to watch Klansman
gather on horseback and ride through
downtown.

“He wanted me to see it,”
Williams said. “He had seen persecu-
tion and wanted me to see it first-
hand.”

Williams was enrolled in law
school in Willamette in 1940 - 41,
when he joined the Navy Air Corps
and became a fighter pilot. He served
in the Pacific during WWII and
earned Ace status by shooting down
seven enemy planes. He was
awarded the Navy Cross, four Distin-
guished Flying Crosses, and the Air
Medal some of which are displayed
in a large case on the wall of his
home, along with the corresponding
citations.

Much has been written about
Williams’ return to the aircraft carrier
Lexington on 21 October, 1944, in
one of the most battle damaged Hell-
cats of the war. The Hellcat is noted
for its durability, but he was consid-
ered lucky to have made it back. His
right wing was shreds, the tail sur-
faced warped and a foot-long clump
of wooden plank lodged in the engine.

He became known as “Willie
Mohawk” because of the call sign
“Mohawk” used in the time.

“He knows he’s in trouble
when I call him Willie Mohawk,” said
Carol, his wife of 37 years.

After the war, Williams re-
turned to Salem to finish law school,
and he set up practice in Salem. One
of his early partners was childhood
friend Otto Skopil, until Skopil be-
came a judge. Williams said he never
wanted to move to the bench, perhaps
because he was so good in the court-
room.

He worked on many high-
profile murder cases, including the
successful defense of Casper Oveross
a Silverton laborer who was accused
of killing his wife’s alleged lover in
the 1950°s.

“He was one of the finest trial
attorneys in the legal history of the
state of Oregon, and I’m not just say-
ing that,” Spooner said. “He was truly
one of those rare individuals, kind of
like the Perry Mason of his day.”

Spooner started working with
Williams right out of law school and
considers him his mentor. “He won
cases in the courtroom that even good
lawyers would lose, and you can
quote me on that,” Spooner said.
“He’d win cases that you shouldn’t
win.”

Williams, who has a daughter
and two grandchildren, focused on
insurance defense work later in his
career and handled actions against
some of the major insurance compa-
nies, such as the State Farm Insur-
ance. He retired in 1998.

Beyond the court room, Wil-
liams always has had many diverse
interests. In addition to his military
background, he has been a baseball
broadcaster and a thoroughbred
owner. He did radio broadcasts for
the Salem Senators for several years
and had horses that raced at Santa
Anita and Hollywood Park.

He also used to collect butter-
flies. “when Carol and I first married,
I read somewhere that butterflies
would be a commodity,” he said.

Lexington which was in the Gulf of
Mexico at the time, and spend the
day. 1 always wondered what it
felt like to land and take off from
the carrier, so I found out. That
was a great trip.

Williams donated their col-
lections several years ago to Can-
dalaria Elementary School, not far
from their home. The butterflies,
about 65 of them, are on display in a
case in the hallway.

“it’s passed by two read a lot
hundreds of kids,” said principal Clin-
ton Gertenrich, adding this some
teachers have incorporated lessons on
butterflies into their curriculum.

Williams also has left an im-
pression in Willamette University,
where he donated an oak and fused
glass sculpture to the J.W. Long Law
Library. The sculpture once hung in
his law office.

And at Illahe Country Club,
Where he was one of the founding
members, in 1960, Williams remains
a member, although he no longer
plays golf.

He uses a cane to get around
the house, but that doesn’t keep him
from gardening, one of his passions.

He invited me back to see his
prized dahlias in bloom, which I’'m
sure would lead to more fascinating
discoveries about a man connected to
nearly half a century of Salem history.
